“Thanks to my dad’s stack of vinyl, I grew up listening to Johnny Cash, Loretta Lynn and 
Roger Miller and I’ve been a die hard Country music fan ever since,” said Brainard. “To 
now be broadcasting live from Nashville and have access to the biggest stars in Country 
music is phenomenal. I can’t wait to bring my passion and enthusiasm to GAC Nights 
Radio and join an all-star team.”
