The Michael Baisden Show Raises Awareness for Rape Victims

Special Feature Results in Dramatic Call Volume Increase
For National Hotline

DALLAS - (May 11, 2009) — From April through June, The Michael Baisden Show is
offering listeners a weekly feature geared to raise awareness of domestic violence issues
across the country. When the Tuesday feature was first announced on the air, call volume
at the Rape, Abuse and Incest National Network (RAINN) hotline in Washington, DC
increased by 60 times its volume for the prior week. That trend has continued as the
program enters its second month of helping give voice to the efforts of the nation’s
largest anti-sexual assault organization.

According to Lynn Parrish, Vice President of Communications for RAINN, afternoon
calls to the National Sexual Assault Hotline on April 28 while The Michael Baisden Show
was on the air increased 206 percent and were up 91 percent for the full day compared
with Tuesday call volume in the month of March. Call volume again spiked on May 5 as
Michael Baisden spoke about the importance of reporting rape to police with the hotline
realizing a 167 percent increase during the show and a 61 percent increase for the full
day.

“The opportunity to help victims of injustice has long been a cornerstone of our
program,” said Michael Baisden. “I’m pleased to know that so many people who need the
assistance of a group like RAINN are now reaching out and receiving help in their own
time of crisis because our show may have helped point them in that direction. Sixty
percent of rape cases go unreported each year. I’m proud to be working with RAINN to
help lower that percentage.”

The Michael Baisden Show is hosted by New York Times best-selling author Michael
Baisden. The entertaining four-hour afternoon radio program airs Monday - Friday from
3-7 p.m. ET and combines the best in music, comedy and social commentary to inspire
real change across America. Heard in 22 of the top 25 Urban radio markets, The Michael
Baisden Show reaches more than 4.6 million listeners each week and is syndicated by
Citadel Media.
