Citadel Media’s Gravity Format 
Provides CHR Content To AFN 

 
DALLAS (Sept. 29, 2009) – Citadel Media announced today that Gravity, the network’s 24-hour 
CHR format created specifically for American Forces Radio, will launch on October 5 and 
include nationally syndicated Kidd Kraddick in the Morning. The popular morning show, hosted 
by radio veteran Kidd Kraddick, will be carried live via AFN to members of the U.S. Military 
serving abroad and their families in more than 175 countries and on all U.S. ships at sea. Kidd 
Kraddick in the Morning will be the leadoff show for Gravity, which joins other Citadel Media 24-
hour music formats already carried by AFN including Z-Rock, Hot AC and Classic Rock.  
 
“Kidd Kraddick and his team are proven morning show performers and the demo they attract is 
exactly what we've been looking for,” said Jef Reilly, Director of American Forces Radio 
Network. “All of us at AFN, our troops and their families serving around the world are delighted 
the show will now be available on our network. We’re so thankful for Kidd's support of our 
military members and the brand of entertainment the show will be delivering to them.”    
 
Kidd Kraddick in the Morning is a family-friendly, reality-based morning program. Often described 
as an emotional roller coaster, the show is notorious for being completely irreverent and hilarious one 
moment, then profoundly touching the next. Kraddick and his team are dedicated supporters of 
military families and their causes, which have been frequent topics on the show. Soldiers and their 
spouses at home have been connected on the air by conference call to recognize special anniversaries 
and birthdays and Kraddick has also invited several troops to the studio for on-air visits. 
Additionally, show personality J-Si regularly participates in airport ceremonies welcoming returning 
soldiers.  
 
“The opportunity to broadcast our show to the brave men and women serving our country across 
the globe is quite an honor,” said Kraddick. “It’s wonderful to know we’ll be providing a little 
taste of home to our troops and hope we can bring a few smiles to their day wherever they may 
be.” 
 
 Kidd Kraddick in the Morning is syndicated by Yea Network and is currently heard on 86 stations 
across the country. Kraddick is joined on the air by Kellie Rasberry, Big Al Mack and J-Si. The 
program is the most-listened to contemporary morning show in America.
